Over these 
years we have received 15,857 Mass visits and continue to welcome 
new comers.

Traditional Music
Our St. John Schola is known as a leader in the movement to aug-
ment the use of Gregorian chant at the Traditional Latin Mass and 
Divine Office. We continue to chant the Hour of Terce of the Divine 
Office in the traditional Roman rite at 9:30 a.m. before every
